Member of Goodwill's board; and several members of Goodwill's staff. In congratulating
Ohio Valley Goodwill on this new location, Mr. Welch commented that “We think
that Goodwill's mission is inspiring and congratulate the organization on 100
years of service."

On the morning of May 26th, Ohio Valley Goodwill celebrated the grand opening
of its new Oxford location with a special ribbon cutting with local dignitaries
including Mayor Kate Rousmaniere. “The City of Oxford is so pleased to welcome
Goodwill to our community. We know the new store will be a wonderful addition
to our area,” said the Mayor.

The new West Chester store and donation center includes 12,000 square feet

of space and the new Oxford store features almost 11,000 square feet of space.
Both locations employ 7 to 8 individuals and will contribute to the economy in
Butler County. “We are pleased to present both of these new retail stores and
donations centers for the benefit of the community and to support our programs
and services for the individuals that Goodwill serves,” said Jeff Eastham, Goodwill's
Director of Operations.

The opening of both these two new locations is especially momentous as it takes
place during the 100th Anniversity celebration of Ohio Valley Goodwill Industries
this year. For the past century, Goodwill has been helping people with disabilities
and our nation’s veterans to receive skill training and employment in the Greater
Cincinnati community as well as Butler County.

Last year, Ohio Valley Goodwill Industries served more than 3500 people and
helped 919 to get jobs in the community.

Receives New HUD Grant!

Starting on July 1, 2016, Ohio Valley Goodwill
begins a new HUD grant to be directed by Good-
will's Special Projects department. The new grant
represents the third HUD grant awarded to the
organization designed to help provide services
for individuals challenged with homelessness.
The new HUD grant is a Permanent Housing
Grant that has a total three year funding amount
of $625,539. which equals $208,513 per year.

It is expected that 22 households will be served
within the first year. “Having the new HUD grant
will allow us more flexibility in ensuring that the
people we serve will have permanent housing
solutions,” said Camille Robinson, Special Projects
Grants Manager for Ohio Valley Goodwill Industries.

The Special Projects team serves almost 900
people annually and their mission is to help
individuals to attain permanent housing and
employment in the Greater Cincinnati commu-
nity. “We are very proud of our staff team and
the outcomes we are able to help the people

we serve achieve,” said Camille Robinson. The
Special Projects team provides the following
critical services through an assortment of federal
grants including: HUD Funded Rapid Re-Housing
Services, Homeless Veterans Reintegration
Projects (HVRP) and Supportive Services for
Veteran Families (SSVF).

The Goodwill Special Projects team works collab-
oratively with the Veterans Administration and
Hamilton County Continuum of Care and other
homeless organizations in the Tri-State area.
This partnership assists in helping to facilitate
intakes for individuals in need of services.

Goodwill's Special Projects programs were
recently surveyed by the Commission on
Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities (CARF)
which is the gold standard for organizations
offering similar services; and no recommendations
were received - a perfect survey outcome. This
represents the fifth consecutive Three Year
accreditation outcome with a perfect result for
Ohio Valley Goodwill Industries, placing it in the
top 3% of similar organizations nationally.

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Goodwill Ranked #1 in 2016 Brand
World Value Index Survey

Goodwill was ranked #1 in a 2016 Brand World Value Index Survey,
commissioned by Enso, a mission-driven marketing agency based in
California. The news debuted recently in a Fast Company Magazine
article and contains visuals of the top rankings of all of the brands.

In the rankings, Goodwill is followed by Amazon, Google, Kellogg's,

PayPal, Disney, Girl Scouts of America, Kraft, Johnson & Johnson, and Dove. Between
February 2 and March 18 of 2016, Quadrant Strategies, a research-driven consultancy
that works with Fortune 100 companies, political leaders around the world, and major
nonprofits, fielded three surveys among 1,000 people, each demographically represen-
tative samples of U.S. general populations ages 18+, and tested a total of 149 brands,
spanning a mix of industries and company sizes, ranging from start-ups to established
companies. The index score for each brand was calculated from the following metrics:
awareness of purpose + alignment with purpose + impact on purchase x active support.
